‘intelligent, feminine utility’ which allow the individual to adapt, attach or detach the piece 
according to one’s mood or need, what she refers as ‘sheer creative irresponsibility.’
To this success, the artist, Ruth Grieco understatedly credits not herself or her team of but the 
beauty inherent in each gemstone that inspires its own creation.
